With clinical precision Curry mapped and excavated a portion of beach an the eastern part of he mein aland
of New Providence, The process invelved eollecting, packaging, weighing and shipping the bogs of sand to
Germany and the installation of the sand in the gallery, in the exect order it was gathered and covering the exact
same amount of space as it did on the beach. Decumenting every siep, it mimics the actions of early Eurcpean
exploters and ‘scientists’ wha came 1o the Caribbean to gather flora, fauna and euliural artifacts lor further study.
But when the exhibition paricd hes ended in Germeny, this sand will once again be mapped, pockaged, weighed
and returned to the beach from where it was removed, bringing an ethical dimension to Curry's process absent

in the historical one he quotes.
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
